N Harrison Dillard was a lifelong Clevelander and four-time Olympic \
gold medalist in track and field. He became the only man in the
history of the Olympic games to win gold in both the 100-meter Q
(sprints) and 110-meter hurdles, making him the “World's Fastest
Man" in 1948 and the “World's Fastest Hurdler” in 1952.

\K\ Dillard was a sharpshooter for the Buffalo Soldiers, \
the all-Black U.S. Army 92nd Division that fought
in Italy during World War II. After retiring from
track, he worked for the Board of Education,
the Cleveland professional baseball team,
the Cleveland Boxing Commission, as a
/\/ sportscaster for WABQ, and as
a Cleveland sports columnist.

Dillard attended local track meets
in his later years. Far away from the .

School (now Cleveland-Marshall College of Law). \
. I\ She first made a name for herself in Cleveland as a \
tennis player, winning the Greater Cleveland Tennis \
Championship in 1938. She served on Cleveland \
City Council for ten years, famously fighting for a \
swimming pool in her ward and sponsoring street \

beautification contests.

During her long career, she served as an assistant
Ohio Attorney General and a municipal judge. She
was a proud advocate for women in government and
established the Black Women's Forum in 1968. She
lived to be 104 and the tennis courts in Rockefeller
Park are named in her honor.
